By nominating a beneficiary you 
will have a say in who receives your super and insurance benefit, 
providing you with peace of mind that you are continuing to look 
after your loved ones.

It’s important to check your nominated beneficiaries from time to 
time to make sure they still reflect your life situation.

It’s also important to consider whether to make your nomination 
binding or non-binding, because it may change who receives 
your super and insurance benefits in the event of death.
